60 DAYS OUT

Medications — Check your prescriptions to ensure you have enough for the entire
trip. You should be able to get a vacation refill if you need it.

Cruise and Tour Information - Log into the Holland America and Globus websites
and make sure you are completely checked in. They each have different
information requirements including emergency contact information.

COVID-19 Information — Being current on Covid immunizations is always a good
idea. Regarding proof of COVID immunization, we’ve never been asked when
traveling. However, a photo of the shot record on your phone is not a bad idea.

THREE WEEKS OUT

Passports — Obviously we all know that we’re going to need our passports to
travel. By this point everyone has checked to make sure your passport is not
about to expire. From personal experience | would just suggest that you know
where you have your documents stashed. (Not that I’ve ever scrambled at the last
minute because mine was NOT where | always leave it.)

Cell Phone Plan — Many of us have become attached to our cell phones. We want
to be available for family or coworkers while we’re traveling. If you fall into this
category, make sure you have an international calling strategy. The most common
plan is to simply sign up with your carrier for international coverage.

A monthly plan works great because we’ll be gone for just under 30 days. If you’re
traveling longer, you may want to consider an international SIM card for your
phone. Regardless of which you choose, make sure you have a plan.

Cash or Euros - How much and what currency? For most of us, we’re spending
the entire trip in the EU, so euros will work. You have three options.

e Obtain euros from a money exchange or your bank in advance
e Bring US dollars and plan to exchange them at the airport or in Europe.
e 3. Bring your bank card and make cash withdrawals of euros in Europe

Credit Cards — Know which card you want to take and use. Some waive foreign
transaction fees, others don’t. Contact your credit card company and let them
know that you will be traveling internationally.

Packing List — Create a written packing list and start adding stuff to it now. This
goes a long way in keeping you organized and (somewhat) stress-free in the days
leading up to your departure.

Power Adapters — Have at least one European plug adapter for charging phones.

ONE WEEK OUT

Airline Tickets — Print copies of your initial flights to get to Europe. You can
always print follow-on flights later at your hotel. Thisis a good idea, even if you
normally use airline apps on your phone.

Pre-Pack - Yeah, this sounds funny, but especially if you’re travelling with a small
suitcase, itis a good idea. Just make sure you have enough room for all the stuff
you’re planning on taking. Those hiking shoes and dinner jackets take up more
space than you might normally think. Remember Jaws? We’re gonna need a
bigger suitcase...

Mail and Newspaper — Put your newspaper delivery on hold and make
arrangements for someone to pick up your mail, or have it held at the Post Office.

Luggage Tags - If you’re going on the cruise, print the provided luggage tags in
advance. They are color coded, so use a color printer. You won’t need then until
we’re ready to depart Athens for the cruise ship.

Tickets — Print hard copies of your initial airline flights and review the dates and
times for departure. Check online for any last-minute schedule changes. The last
thing you want to do is miss your flight.

Airport Transfer — Who’s taking you to the airport? When are they picking you up?
(If it’s Brett, plan on having him arrive early... I’m just saying)
